WHEN USED:  Solicitations and contracts for supplies or services $25,000 or more except as provided in FAR 48.201(a).  This clause may also be used in acquisitions less than $25,000, if the contracting officer or the VE Program Manager believes there is potential savings or benefit to the Government.

NOTES:  1.  The HCA has determined that the cost of computing and tracking collateral savings will exceed the benefits to be derived.

2.  52.248-9P01 shall be used when 52.248-1 ALT III is included in an Expanded First Article acquisition; 52.248-9P01 exempts the First Article portion from the VE Provisions.

3.  GFM costs must be included in determining the total dollar value of an acquisition.

4.  Do not use this clause in production test contracts.
