DSCP GUIDING PRINCIPLES FOR ACQUISITION (DGPA)

I.  dscpm 4105.1, dated December 31, 1997, is changed and is effective upon receipt, or upon the date of this change, whichever occurs first.

II.  Since the DGPA is on-line, as of this Change, the identification of Remove/Insert hard copy replacement pages will no longer be provided.  The on-line DGPA is being updated to reflect these changes and they will be indicated by a different text color then the main paragraph or any links.

III.

    a.  This change is published to update segments one through five of the DGPA (Parts one through fifty-one inclusive, except Parts 32 and 49) with changes effected through and including FAC 97-22, DFARS change notice dated December 13, 2000, DLAD Revision  #5 and PROCLTR 01-05 (except 03 and 04).  

b. A summary of the major changes follows:

(1)  Removed coverage at 1.104 concerning the reservation of Parts 92 – 96 for commodity unique coverage in the DGPA.  

(2)  Revised 1.601 to provide only the hypertext link of the Acquisition Authorities and Delegations site found on the Office of Procurement Management’s Corporate Policy Homepage. 

(3)  1.602-3 revised to show the correct procedures for handling the ratification of unauthorized commitments.


(4)  2.101 revised to include the definition of Performance-Based Service Contracting.


(5)  Added coverage at 3.104-4 stating that questions concerning the Procurement Integrity Act and possible violations therein, should be forwarded to the Office of Counsel.
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(6)  Updated the citation at 204.7303-P (previously 204.7302-P) while making other corrections within that coverage, e.g., telephone numbers and URL addresses.


(7)  Revised 5.207 and 5.207-P (previously 5.207-P2) to update guidance on preparing and transmitting synopses; 5.207-P1 deleted as 5.207 is to be used.    


(8)  6.302-2 updated to show the new title of the DSCP Urgency Guidebook as well as provide its hypertext link, which is found on the Office of Procurement Management’s Corporate Policy Homepage. 


(9)  Revised 6.304 to reflect the involvement of the Office of Counsel in the approval process of a Justification and Approval for Other Than Full and Open Competition.  


(10)  Created 7.105-P to provide for the use of a sample Individual Acquisition Plan as well as provide its hypertext link, which is found on the Office of Procurement Management’s Corporate Policy Homepage.   


(11)  Created 8.605 to provide the DLAD citation regarding clearance requirements from the Federal Prison Industries, Inc., when acquiring supplies on the Schedule from other sources.


(12)  8.707 revised to summarize the latest policy regarding NIB/NISH pricing as well as provide the hypertext link of NIB/NISH’s pricing policy, which is found on the Office of Procurement Management’s Corporate Policy Homepage.   


(13)  Renumbered certain Part 11 citations to adjust for higher-level regulations as follows:  11.302 (was 11.301), 11.302-P (was 11.301-P), 11.302-P1 (was 11.302-P), 11.501 (was 11.502), 11.502 (was 11.503) and 11.503 (was 11.504).


(14)  Deleted and added Executive Orders 12873 and 13101, respectively, at 11.302 (previously 11.301).


(15)  Revised 11.302-P (previously 11.301-P) and 11.302-P1 (previously 11.302-P) to reflect new DLAD procedures when acquiring Government surplus material.


(16)  Revised 11.602 to show the new point of contact for the DPAS program.


(17)  Figure 1, 11.302-P3 updated to show additional requirements for Direct Vendor Delivery Bar Coding.  



(18)  12.101 deleted as the coverage is now provided in the DLAD and no local supplementation is required.
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(19)  12.102 revised to reflect how a contracting officer may make a determination of commerciality as well as adding new coverage on several issues concerning commercial acquisitions.


(20)  Created 12.209, which discusses determinations of price reasonableness for commercial acquisitions.

(21)  Added coverage at 13.003 regarding the use of the Governmentwide commercial purchase card concerning Base operations and emergency supply operations.


(22)  As renumbered in the DLAD, renumbered, revised and moved the Indefinite Delivery Purchase Order coverage at 13.9001 to 13.390.


(23)  Updated 13.402 regarding the authorization of using fast payment procedures.  


(24)  Renumbered, renamed and revised 14.304-2 to 14.304 in accordance with a change in the FAR; revised coverage discusses the Central DSCP Offer Depository Operational Guidance as well as provides its hypertext link, which is found on the Office of Procurement Management’s Corporate Policy Homepage.   


(25)  14.404-1 deleted in accordance with the removal of the coverage it supplemented in the DLAD.  


(26)  Deleted 14.408-1P2 as the coverage dealt with the now defunct DISC-PO office; these procedures are handled within the General & Industrial Commodity Directorate.  


(27)  Certain coverage at 15.000-P deleted as it is no longer necessary; reference to the DGPA Best Value Source Selection guidebook is at 15.303-P.


(28)  15.001 deleted as supplementation of the FAR is no longer needed.


(29)  15.101-2 revised to provide the FAR citation to refer to when not using past performance as an evaluation factor.


(30)  Added coverage at 15.205 and created Figure1, 15.205 (previous Figure 1 now renamed Figure 2, 15.408-P) regarding the procedures for posting Request For Proposals to the Procurement Gateway.


(31)  15.208 revised; coverage now discusses the Central DSCP Offer Depository Operational Guidance as well as provides its hypertext link, which is found on the Office of Procurement Management’s Corporate Policy Homepage.   
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(32)  Information at 15.303, regarding criteria for designating Source Selection Authorities, is revised.

(33)  15.304 revised to show exceptions to use of JWOD and Socio-economic evaluation factors and to add Surge & Sustainability as an evaluation factor in source selections.

(34)  15.305-P renumbered to 15.304-90-P in accordance with a change in DLAD numbering.    

(35)  15.403-1 revised to add coverage concerning the need of a price or cost analysis to ensure a fair and reasonable price; also coverage added relative to the Canadian Commercial Corporation and a fair and reasonable price.


(36)  15.406-1 revised to provide the URL address for accessing the DLAD.


(37)  Revised 15.406-3 regarding proper documenting of price reasonable determinations as a result of negotiations, as well as updating revised citation numbering in higher-level regulations.


(38)  Deleted coverage at 15.602 that referenced DISC HSI 4105.45 as it is obsolete.


(39)  Created Figure 1, 15.205 to provide procedures for posting RFPs on the Procurement Gateway.


(40)  Added coverage at 16.203-3 concerning revisions to Economic Price Adjustment clauses.  

(41)  At 16.501, deleted reference to the obsolete General & Industrial Commodity Directorate’s DVD Long-Term Contracting Acquisition Guidebook.


(42)  Deleted reference at 16.503 to Advisory and Assistance services regarding the determination not to award multiple contracts.


(43)  Coverage at 17.104 deleted regarding the approval authority for entering into multiyear service contracts being delegated to the Director, Office of Procurement Management; authority resides with the Head of the Agency.

(44)  Renumbered 17.7303 to 217.7303 to directly supplement the DFARS.

(45)  At 17.7501, revised the cost of requiring an Engineering Support Activity to evaluate an alternate offer to include an additional $1200.
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(46)  Formally revised 19.102 to show the North American Industry Classification System in lieu of the Standard Industrial Classification System, as well as stating the coverage applies to all solicitations above the micro-purchase threshold.

(47)  Formally updated 19.201 to show the coverage is suspended until February 23, 2002, and to show the North American Industry Classification System in lieu of the Standard Industrial Classification System


(48)  Based on a change in the FAR, renamed Subpart 19.3.


(49)  Created 19.303 to establish local coverage on the North American Industry Classification System.

(50)  Formally updated 19.304 to show the coverage is suspended until February 23, 2002.


(51)  Formally updated 19.501, in accordance with a change in the DFARS, to provide for small business specialist review of all acquisitions over $10,000.

(52)  Based on a change in the FAR, renamed Subpart 19.7.

(53)  Revised 19.704 to require separate percentage goals for using small business, veteran-owned small business, HUBZone small business, small disadvantaged business, and women-owned small business concerns as subcontractors, based on a change in the FAR.

(54)  Formally updated 19.11 to show the coverage is suspended until February 23, 2002.

(55)  Formally revised 19.1102 to show the North American Industry Classification System in lieu of the Standard Industrial Classification System

(56)  Formally revised 19.1306 to show the North American Industry Classification System in lieu of the Standard Industrial Classification System

(57)  Due to the current reservation of this Subpart in all higher regulations, Subpart 23.1 has been deleted in its entirety. 

(58)  Renumbered 23.404 to 23.405 due to a change in the FAR, while adding documentation requirements as well.
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(59)  Renumbered 23.704 to 23.703 due to a change in the FAR, while revising coverage on the objectives to consider concerning environmentally preferable supplies/services.

(60)  Deleted previous 23.803-P in its entirety as the reporting requirements are no longer necessary.

(61)  Renumbered 23.803-P1 to 23.803-P as well as revising the Ozone Depleting Substance point of contact.

(62) Updated 24.202-P regarding Freedom of Information Act points of contact.

(63)  Renumbered 225.102-P1 to 225.103-P1 based on a change in the DFARS, while updating the policy therein. 

(64)  Renumbered 225.102-P2 to 225.103-P2 based on a change in the DFARS, while updating the policy therein.

(65)  Added a new citation, 225.304, concerning evaluation procedures under the BOP program.

(66)  Added a new citation, 225.902, concerning duty-free entry awards.

(67)  225. 7002-2-P and 225.7002-2-P1 revised to reflect new procedures concerning the Berry Amendment.  (NOTE:  PROCLTR 01-07 further revises these procedures.  This PROCLTR is currently being reviewed/analyzed by the Corporate Policy Branch, Office of Procurement Management (DSCP-PPC) for local supplementation.  Consult this office or the cognizant Commodity Contracting Support Team for further details.)

(68)  Added a new Subpart, 25.73, concerning foreign military sales acquisitions.

(69)  Figure 1, 225.000-71-P, Figure 2, 225.103-P1 and Figure 3, 225.7002-2-P all updated to reflect changes in higher-level regulations.  (NOTE:  See number 67 above regarding Figure 3, 225.7002-2-P.) 

(70)  Revised 28.103 regarding performance and payment bonds for other than construction contracts.

(71)  Formally incorporated Part 33 in its entirety.

(72)  Provided expanded coverage on Performance-Based Contracting at 37.602.
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IV.  Our original plan, as detailed in previous segments, to reserve DGPA Parts 90 through 96 for supplemental procedures has been modified.  DGPA Parts 90 and 91 will still be issued in a future segment and will contain supplemental procedures to the Defense Logistics Agency Directive and DSCP overall.  However, as work on the DGPA continues to progress, it appears that commodity unique guidance is not as extensive as originally anticipated.  Therefore, commodity specific local policy will remain within the current DGPA structure, i.e., within the applicable DGPA Part in lieu of commodity unique Parts 92 through 96.    

V.  The following CP Memoranda are hereby incorporated into the DGPA and cancelled:  00-05, 00-10, 00-10a, 00-11, 00-12, 00-13, 00-15, 00-21, 00-22, 00-23, 00-24, 01-01, 01-02, 01-03, 01-06 and 01-07.  

VI.  This change sheet will be filed in front of the publication for reference purposes after the changes have been made.
