DSCP GUIDING PRINCIPLES FOR ACQUISITION (DGPA)

I.  DSCPM 4105.1, dated December 31, 1997, is changed and is effective upon receipt, or upon the date of this change, whichever occurs first.

II.  As mentioned in Change 4, since the DGPA is on-line, the identification of Remove/Insert hard copy replacement pages is no longer being provided.  The on-line DGPA is being updated to reflect these changes and they will be indicated by a different text color than the main paragraph or any links.

III.  

a.  This change is published to update segments one through five of the DGPA (Parts one through fifty-one inclusive, except Parts 32 and 49) with changes effected through and including FAC 97-26, DFARS change notice dated October 1, 2001, DLAD Revision #5 and PROCLTR 01-18 (except 09, 12, and 15).

   b.  A summary of the major changes follows:

(1)  Added a definition to 2.101.  

(2)  Deleted reference to SF – LLL at 3.804 as well as providing routing procedures concerning the Disclosure.  

(3)  Added coverage at 3.806 concerning suspected violations relative to the Limitation on the Payment of Funds to Influence Certain Federal transactions.  

(4)  Revised coverage at 4.602-P regarding DD Form 3350/DD Form 1057 concerning contract reporting.

(5)  5.101-P, 5.201, 5.203, 5.207, and 5.404-1 updated to reflect the requirements to use the single, Governmentwide point of entry,  FEDBizOpps.

(6)  5.303 updated to reflect the new procedures to be followed for contract announcements ($5 million or more).

(7)  6.303-2 revised to show the correct threshold of $50 million that invokes the use of the J&A format at DLAD 6.303-2(a)(90).

(8)  Formally incorporated coverage at 7.107 regarding Bundling contracts.

(9)  Added coverage at 8.404 regarding Federal Supply Schedules.


(10)  Changed the hypertext link at 8.707 to access NIB/NISH pricing policy.


(11)  9.307-P revised in its entirety to reflect new procedures regarding First Article Testing waivers.


(12)  9.405-2 revised to reflect a corrected DLAD citation.


(13)  9.406-3 added to provide the reporting requirements relative to debarred or suspended contractors.


(14)  Added 10.001 to formally incorporate coverage regarding Bundling contracts.


(15)  Added coverage at 10.001-P and 10.002-P to formally incorporate coverage from PROCLTR 01-14 that clarifies and streamlines the market research process for commercial acquisitions.


(16)  11.103-P added to address local market acceptance procedures.


(17)  11.201-P2 updated to state the Waiver of DoD LOGMAR Requirements applies to stock buys only.


(18)  11.603 added to address procedures for assigning DPAS ratings.


(19)  11.603-P2 updated to address priority ratings for commercial end items.


(20)  11.604 (a) revised to properly show the provision/clauses to include in ratable solicitations/contracts/orders.


(21)  Revised Figure 1, 11.201-P3 regarding Additional Bar Coding Requirements for DVD.


(22)  12.102, 12.202 and 12.213 updated to formally incorporate coverage from PROCLTRs 01-13 and 01-14 to address the acquisition of commercial items.

(23)  13.104 and 13.105 updated to reflect the requirements to use the single, Governmentwide point of entry, FEDBizOpps.


(24)  Formally incorporated coverage at 15.304 regarding Bundling contracts.


(25)  Policy at 15.405 revised to show the procedures to follow when negotiation attempts are unsuccessful.


(26)  15.406-1 revised in its entirety regarding Prenegotiation Objectives.


(27)  Deleted unnecessary, duplicate coverage at 15.503 that is adequately addressed in the FAR.


(28)  Removed reference to “best and final offers” at 15.503-P and substituted “final proposal revisions,” in accordance with the FAR.

(29)  Figure 1, 15.205 updated to reflect the requirements to use the single, Governmentwide point of entry, FEDBizOpps.


(30)  Certain review/approval wording revised at 16.603-P1


(31)  17.7501 updated to reflect new policy regarding alternate offers.


(32)  17.7501-P substantially revised to show current procedures for acquisition of Part Numbered items in the General & Industrial Commodity Directorate.

(33)  Added coverage at 19.102 to formally incorporate coverage regarding Bundling contracts, as well as revise some wording on size standards.

(34)  Added coverage at 19.501 to formally incorporate coverage regarding Bundling contracts.


(35)  19.800 revised to reflect the new date extension to allow for direct contracting with 8(a) firms.


(36)  19.901 revised to reflect the new date extension of the Very Small Business Pilot Program.


(37)  22.805 updated, in accordance with the FAR, to reflect new procedures for preaward clearance for contracts and subcontracts of $10 million or more.


(38) Deleted coverage at 23.403 in accordance with a change in the DFARS.

(39)  Provided a hypertext link at 23.405 to access EPA-designated items and their standards for percentage of recycled content.


(40)  39.901 updated regarding documentation requirements for Information Technology procurements.  

IV.  As mentioned in Change 4, our original plan, as detailed in previous segments, to reserve DGPA parts 90 through 96 for supplemental procedures has been modified.  DGPA Parts 90 and 91 will still be issued in a future segment and will contain supplemental procedures to the Defense Logistics Agency Directive and DSCP overall.  However, as work on the DGPA continues to progress, it appears that commodity unique guidance is not as extensive as originally anticipated.  Therefore, commodity specific local policy will remain within the current DGPA structure, i.e., within the applicable DGPA Part in lieu of commodity unique Parts 92 through 96.
