DSCP GUIDING PRINCIPLES FOR ACQUISITION (DGPA)

I.  DSCPM 4105.1, dated December 31, 1997, is changed and is effective upon receipt, or upon the date of this change, whichever occurs first.

II.  As mentioned in Change 4, since the DGPA is on-line, the identification of Remove/Insert hard copy replacement pages is no longer being provided.  The on-line DGPA is being updated to reflect these changes and they will be indicated by a different text color than the main paragraph or any links.

III.

a.  This change is published to update segments one through six of the DGPA (Parts one through ninety-one inclusive, except Parts 49 and 53) with changes effected through and including FAC 01-08, DFARS Change Notice dated July 30, 2002 (except Item III of DFARS Change Notice dated April 26, 2002), DLAD Revision #5 and PROCLTR 02-10 (except 01-09, 01-19, 02-06 and 02-07).

   b.  A summary of the major changes follows:

(1)  Added a DLAD citation as reference in the definition of Multi-Year Contract at 2.101.

(2)  Formally incorporated coverage on Closeout of Contract Files at 4.804.

(3)  Updated 5.207 to address the new URL address for the Procurement Gateway.

(4)  Formally incorporated coverage at 8.602 and 10.001 regarding the new procedures for handling acquisitions from the Federal Prison Industries, Inc.

(5)  Formally incorporated coverage at 9.104-3 concerning Contractor Responsibility.

(6)  Formally incorporated coverage at 11.201-P3 regarding the revised policy and procedures to follow concerning DVD Bar Coding requirements.

(7)  Updated 12.213 to discuss a Commercial Item Handbook now available via the DGPA.

(8)  Updated 15.201 to state, “potential offerors” in lieu of “all interested parties,” based on a change in the FAR.

(9)  Formally incorporated coverage at 15.303-P1 regarding the new policy and procedure to be followed concerning High Risk Acquisitions and the DSCP Acquisition Review Board.


(10)  Figure 1, 15.205, was revised based on input from the Directorate of Operations.  


(11)  Revised 16.501 to make it clear that the coverage applies to all of DSCP as well as removing reference to the obsolete DPSC CPM.


(12)  Revised 17.104 based on a change in the DFARS and the issuance of PROCLTR 02-08.


(13)  Revised 19.704 based on a change in the FAR.


(14)  Revised 22.805 to show the new URL address to access the latest list of contacts for the Office of Federal Contract Compliance Programs.


(15)  The new URL was provided at 22.1503 to allow the contracting officer to check the List of Products Requiring Contractor Certifications as to Forced or Indentured Child Labor.


(16)  Subpart 225.3 was removed in its entirety based on a change in the FAR and subsequently the DFARS.


(17)  225.7002-2-P was revised to show where additional guidance can be found when preparing a D&F under the Berry Amendment.


(18)  Figure 3, 225.7002-2-P was updated to show a revised DFARS citation.


(19)  The title to 45.303-P1 was updated to remove the word, “Sale, Loan or Gift;” other coverage changes at the citation made therein as well.


(20)  Formally incorporated coverage at 46.203 concerning what contract quality requirements are needed for the acquisition.


(21)  Part 52 was reconstructed in its entirety to allow for DSCP local provisions/clauses to be provided by Subpart.  Also, changes to certain local provisions/clauses were formally incorporated.


(22)  90.101 was renumbered to 90.101-P and retitled from “Sale, Loan or Gift of Certain Property” to “Sale or Loan of Certain Property;” coverage revised therein as well.


(23)  90.101-P1 was added to provide coverage on the DLA Replenishment Parts Purchase or Borrow Program.

IV.  The following CP Policy Memoranda are hereby incorporated into the DGPA and cancelled:   01-23, 02-06, 02-13, 02-16, 02-17, 02-19, and 02-20.
