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232.7002-P  -  POLICY
    (a)  DFARS 232.7002(a) requires contractors to submit payment requests in electronic form with six exceptions to this policy, four of which may be encountered by DSCP contracting personnel.

    (b)  DFARS 232.7002(a)(6)(i) & (ii) requires in instances where a contractor is unable to submit, or the Government is unable to receive, a payment request in electronic form that an agreement needs to be reached between the contracting officer, the payment office, the contract administrative office, and the contractor on an alternate method.  In an effort to streamline the process, agreements have been reached, one between DLA and the Defense Finance and Accounting Service (DFAS), and another between the Defense Contract Management Agency and DFAS on the alternate methods of submitting non-electronic payment requests.  The alternate agreed upon is to have the contractor submit the payment request via hard-copy (paper) or by facsimile.

232.7003-P  -  PROCEDURES
    (a)  DFARS 232.7003 states that the three acceptable formats for submitting the electronic payment requests are –

      (1)  Wide Area Workflow-Receipt and Acceptance; 

      (2)  Web Invoicing System ; or

      (3)  American National Standard Institute X.12 electronic data interchange format.

    (b)  If prior to, or after award, the contractor indicates that they are unable to use any of the three acceptable methods of invoice transmissions above, the contracting officer shall encourage the contractor to comply with the electronic invoicing.  The contracting officer may encourage the contractor by stating the advantages of electronic invoicing.  Advantages include less paperwork for both the Government and the contractor, and faster payment for the contractor.  The contract file shall be documented accordingly.

     (c)  NOTE:  DFAS is currently unable to accept electronic invoices for SAMMS Payment Codes 12 and 16 that contain Additive CLINs in the 9906/9907 series such as First Article or Progress Payments.  DFAS is able to accept the line items electronically for the supplies, just not the additive CLINs.  In instances where paper copies are involved, the contractor shall only mail in a paper copy.  The inability of DFAS to accept electronic invoices for these awards is currently being worked.  The contract specialist or contract administrator will be notified as soon as DFAS can accept these types of electronic invoices.
