INTRODUCTORY NOTES:

A  For DSCP, the Head of the Contracting Activity (HCA) is the Commander (DSCP-D) (DLAD 2.101).

B  The Deputy Commander (DSCP-DD) is the HCA only in the Commander’s absence.

C  For DSCP, the chief of the contracting office is the Director, Office of Procurement Management (DSCP-P) (DLAD 2.101).

D  Unless specifically limited by law or the provisions of the pertinent DLAD paragraph, authority conferred upon the HCA or the chief of the contracting office is delegable with power of redelegation (DLAD 1.601).  Though not addressed in the regulations, the same has been assumed regarding the FAR and the DFARS.  The DSCP authorities/delegations identified in the following pages are not delegable unless specifically stated.

E  The Memorandum signed by DSCP-D dated October 20, 2003, delegated to P those authorities conferred upon HCAs, except when specifically limited by law or the provisions of the pertinent paragraph in the FAR, DFARS and/or the DLAD.
