MEMORANDUM FOR:  ALL DSCP CONTRACTING OFFICERS

SUBJECT:  Approval to Award Operation Noble Eagle/Enduring Freedom/Iraqi Freedom

Requirements Without Preaward Clearance from the Cognizant Office of Federal Contracts Compliance Programs (OFCCP) Regional Office

     Pursuant to the authority vested in me by FAR 22.805(a)(8), I hereby determine that any contract or award, or modification for additional supplies or services in support of Operation Noble Eagle/Enduring Freedom/Iraqi Freedom is an urgent and critical contract and that such an award or modification should not be delayed pending receipt of preaward clearance from the cognizant regional office of the OFCCP.  However, note that the contracting officer does not need to request a preaward clearance if the specific proposed contractor is listed in OFCCP’s National Preaward Registry via the Internet at http://www.dol-esa.gov/preaward/; the projected award date is within 24 months of the proposed contractor’s Notice of Compliance completion date in the registry, and the contracting officer documents the registry review in the contract file.   

     The following conditions apply to waivers of preaward Equal Employment Opportunity clearance reviews citing this determination:

     a.  the proposed award/modification is valued at $10 million or more;

     b. the contracting officer has informed the cognizant OPCCP regional office, by phone, letter or facsimile transmission, of the required date of award and requested clearance by that date because the requirement was in support of Operation Noble Eagle/Enduring Freedom/Iraqi Freedom; and

     c.  the cognizant OFCCP regional office has advised that a preaward review cannot be completed by the required date.

     Upon advice from the cognizant regional OFCCP office that a preaward review cannot be completed by the required award date, the contracting officer shall:

     a.  immediately advise the OFCCP regional office that the Head of the Contracting Activity has pre-approved Operation Noble Eagle/Enduring Freedom/Iraqi Freedom awards that must be made prior to receipt of the preaward clearance; and,

b. request the OFCCP regional office to either continue their review (if the review has been initiated) and provide their findings after award, or conduct a post award compliance review.
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     The contracting officer shall ensure that a legible copy of this signed memorandum is placed in the contract file.  The Office of Procurement Management, Corporate Policy Branch, shall maintain the signed original of this memorandum on file.

     This memorandum only applies to Operation Noble Eagle/Enduring Freedom/Iraqi Freedom acquisitions and shall remain in effect until Operation Noble Eagle/Enduring Freedom/Iraqi Freedom is concluded or until the memorandum is cancelled or superseded, whichever occurs first.  DSCP-P will re-evaluate the need for this memorandum every 30 days.
