ATTACHMENT – Interim DGPA Coverage

DGPA 3.101 is hereby revised as follows:

Activities, both on and off the job, must not conflict with either the spirit or the letter of the Standard of Ethical Conduct.  Such standards require all employees to conduct themselves with absolute integrity and impartiality.  Employees are encouraged to consult the Senior Counsel Ethics with questions regarding ethical conduct.

DGPA 3.102-P is hereby revised as follows:

The Directorate of Subsistence, HQ DSCP, is responsible for establishing and maintaining a system to monitor contracting methods and safeguard procedures for all fresh fruit and vegetables.  This includes all reporting requirements, notifications, analyses, feedback, supply point visits, etc.  Coordination with Defense Subsistence Offices and Produce Buying offices on any or all of this subsection, will also be accomplished as necessary.  Questions concerning suspected criminal or fraudulent conduct shall be referred to the Office of Counsel. 

DGPA 3.104-4 (a) is hereby revised as follows:

   (a)  Contracting personnel shall safeguard contractor bid or proposal information or source selection information from an unauthorized disclosure or unauthorized obtaining prior to award of a federal agency procurement contract. Procedures for reporting suspected Procurement Integrity violations are set forth in FAR 3.104-7. Questions concerning the requirements of the Procurement Integrity Act and the procedures for reporting suspected violations thereof should be forwarded to DSCP's Senior Counsel for Ethics (DSCP-G).

DGPA 11.204 is hereby revised as follows (coverage was deleted):

If there is a competitive drawing or a specification called out in the solicitation, vendors will obtain copies through the Gateway.  An icon will provide a link to a drawing or specification, if available, through the Automated Bidsets Interface Web Server (ABIWeb).  Drawings that involve proprietary data, e.g., Boeing Rights Guard, will not be available through the Gateway.  Proprietary drawings will still be available using current procedures.  To view drawings on the Gateway, a vendor will need to have a “plug-in” for its browser; vendors can also download this from the Gateway.  There are four software programs to choose from, two are commercial shareware programs, and two are provided free of charge by the Government.

DGPA 11.271-P (a) and (c) are hereby revised as follows:

   (a)  Each DLA Center is required to submit to the DLA Environmental and Safety Policy Office (CAAE) a report identifying all cases in which a determination has been made to proceed with award of a new contract that will require the use of ozone depleting substances (ODS).  For each reported case, a copy of the determination to proceed with award, signed by the DSCP Commander, will accompany the report. 

   (c)  Refer to http://www.epa.gov/ozone/ods.html  for a list of ODS.
DGPA 17.7504 (b) is hereby revised as follows:  

   (b)  The certification must be reviewed and approved by the Senior Warranted Acquisition Official in the CBU, and forwarded with the price reasonableness statement through the CBU Chief to the appropriate Contracting Support Team, which will forward the package to the Office of Procurement Management, Integrity Office.   This office is responsible for compiling a report on these actions, when submitted, for submission to Command through the Director, Office of Procurement (see DFARS 217.7504 and DLAD 17.7504).

DGPA 19.9006 is hereby revised as follows:

Reports as required at DLAD 19.9006 shall also include any exception under DLAD 19.9003 and shall be forwarded to the Small Business Office (DSCP-T) before the end of the FY quarter.  

DGPA 232.671 is hereby revised as follows (coverage was deleted):
 
Procedures for reporting contractor bankruptcy are prescribed at 42.902.  

DGPA 33.206-P (b) and (c) are hereby revised as follows ( coverage was deleted at (b) and coverage was added at (c)) :

   (b)  Each commodity directorate, DSCPE, DSCPP, and the Corporate Contracting and Readiness Division must designate a focal point responsible for maintaining management oversight of all contractor claims.

   (c)  Immediately upon receipt of any contractor claims, the contracting officer must forward copies to the Office of Counsel.  The contracting officer must coordinate all correspondence concerning contractor claims with the Office of Counsel. 

DGPA 46.407 (b)(2) is hereby revised as follows (coverage was deleted):

   (b)(2)  The case should then be referred to the QA/MFP and the file documented with their recommendation.

DGPA 46.407-P1 (a) and (c) are hereby revised as follows (coverage was deleted):

   (a)  Before approving a waiver to a specification in order to accept a major nonconformance, the contracting officer must coordinate with the Specification Preparing Activity (SPA) or the requiring Military Service(s).  On direct deliveries, the customer’s preferences must also be ascertained.  For the Subsistence Directorate, referrals should be routed to the SPA and should provide a written report containing background and recommendations to the contracting officer. 

   (c)  The report must consider the redistribution of Government stocks, due-in diversions, substitute items, and the damage attributable to delays.  Such coordination must take place on direct deliveries, export source loads and transloads to meet ship sailing when time permits.

DGPA 46.407-P2 (b) is hereby revised as follows (coverage was deleted):

   (b)  Referral outside DSCP is not necessary.

DGPA 46.407-P3 (a) is hereby revised as follows (coverage was deleted):

   (a)  The product is suitable even though it departs from the specification or standard.  The cognizant QA/MFP should take action to review/amend the specification as appropriate.

DGPA 46.407-P5 (a) and (b) are hereby revised as follows (coverage was deleted):

   (a)  If repetitive waiver requests come from different suppliers, the specification may be unduly restrictive and should be reviewed by the QA/MFP.

   (b)  Repetitive requests from the same contractor may reflect a specification problem but may also indicate that the contractor is failing to exert reasonable effort to meet the specification.  In this case, the contracting officer should coordinate with the QA/MFP.

DGPA 46.407-P6 (b) is hereby revised as follows (coverage was deleted):

   (b)  Special reporting is required for subsistence products (excluding fresh fruits and vegetables) which are purchased within CONUS for troop issue.  Statistics on nonconforming supplies and data pertaining to Unsatisfactory Material Reports (UMRs) shall be collected and maintained by the QA/MFP as well as by DSR PAC – the DSR PAC report will be consolidated with the Quality Assurance report.  DSR PAC shall furnish to the Director of Subsistence a copy of the full file documentation for each contractual waiver of specifications to permit acceptance of a major nonconformance.  These documents will be reviewed for consistency with decisions rendered by the QA/MFP.
