    (b)  If this contract is awarded on the basis of delivery to other than the low offeror as to price, a percentage equal to the total percent difference between the net unit award price and the net unit price of the otherwise low offeror, divided by the number of days difference between the contract delivery schedule and the delivery schedule of the otherwise low offeror, will be used in lieu of the amount specified in para (a) of FAR clause 52.211-11.

     (c)  Notwithstanding any other provision of the contract, the total amount of liquidated damages which the contractor may be charged for any item of supply shall in no event exceed twenty-five percent (25%) of the contract price of the delinquent quantities of that item.
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
