    (e)  During the course of the contract no change in the supplier(s) of the coated fabric shall be permitted unless prior approval is given by the contracting officer.  Any such request for approval shall be accompanied with the agreement of the new supplier(s) to furnish the above formula information.

     The contractor warrants that all pesticidal, insecticidal, fungicidal, etc., chemicals utilized in the production of the finished supplies delivered under this contract comply with the Federal Insecticide, Fungicide, and Rodenticide Act (FIFRA) as amended (7 USC, Sec 136 et seq.) and the Regulations for the Enforcement of the Federal Insecticide, Fungicide and Rodenticide Act as amended 14 May 1984 (40 CFR 162 and FR Vol 49 No. 94).  The contractor specifically warrants that all such pesticidal chemicals utilized were properly labeled for use as applied in the production of the supplies and that the label of the pesticide utilized was, at the time of production of the supplies, registered with the Registration Division, Environmental Protection Agency.  When a pesticidal chemical is required by an applicable specification which, at the time of the bid offering, is not available with an EPA approved label authorizing the use as required in the specification, the act shall take precedence.
