    (a)(1)  This clause is to be used in conjunction with FAR clause 52.223-3, Hazardous Material Identification and Material Safety Data, and DFARS clause 252.223-7001, Hazard Warning Labels.  (Note:   For the purpose of this clause, in 52.223-3 and 252.223-7001, the phrase "apparently successful offeror" and the term "offeror" refer to the proposed supplier who will enter into or renew a BPA;  the term "contract" refers to the "BPA", and "award" refers to the establishment or renewal of a BPA.)  

       (2)  As a condition for establishing or renewing any BPA, the supplier agrees to submit Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDSs) and Hazard Warning Labels (HWLs), if required, for each item under the BPA considered hazardous.  The definition of hazardous material and the requirement covering labeling of hazardous material can be found in 52.223-3 and 252.223-7001 respectively.  Hazardous material shall be listed in paragraph (b) of 52.223-3.  The supplier shall also complete the 

fill-ins in paragraph (c) of 252.223-7001 as required.

       (3)  Notwithstanding paragraph 4. of Federal Standard (FED-STD) 313c (1 March 1988), the supplier shall submit MSDSs and accompanying HWLs to the contracting office, rather than directly to the Defense General Supply Center (DGSC).  This will satisfy the FED-STD requirement on the part of the suppliers.

    (b)  The MSDS must cite the BPA number and the applicable CAGE code of the manufacturer, the part number, and, where so identified, the National Stock Number (NSN).
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
