    (a)  The Government will make award to the responsible offeror(s) whose offer conforms with the solicitation and is most advantageous to the Government, cost or price, technical quality and other factors considered.  For this solicitation, technical quality is more important than cost or price.  As proposals become more equal in their technical merit, the evaluation of cost or price becomes more important.  As the technical merit and the evaluated cost or price become essentially equal, other factors as listed below may be used as discriminating elements for determining the selection of a source among otherwise substantially equal offers.  They are listed in descending order of importance:

       (1)  Small disadvantaged business concern;

       (2)  Small business concerns which are also labor surplus area concerns;

       (3)  Other small business concerns;

       (4)  Other concerns which are also labor surplus areas concerns;

    (b)  Technical Evaluation Factors (listed in order of importance):
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
