    (a)  The Government will make award to the responsible offeror(s) whose offer conforms with the solicitation and is most advantageous to the Government, cost or price, technical quality and other factors considered.  The Government will award a contract only to concerns whose technical proposal establish that they can meet the requirements of the Government.  For this solicitation, technical quality is equally important as cost or price.  When technical proposals are evaluated as essentially equal, cost or price may be the deciding factor.  When cost or price proposals are evaluated as essentially equal, technical quality may be the deciding factor.  When there are no significant differences in the evaluated cost or price and the technical quality of proposals, other factors as listed below may become the determining factor.  They are listed in descending order of importance:

       (1)  Small disadvantaged business concern;

       (2)  Small business concerns which are also labor surplus area concerns;

       (3)  Other small business concerns;

       (4)  Other concerns which are also labor surplus areas concerns;
