Operators working in a room where excessive concentrations of dust, lint and solvent odor are allowed to accumulate and to fill the air may be subject to certain adverse allergic reactions such as skin, eye and nasal irritation. Contractors are cautioned to provide safe working conditions for employees who will handle such treated materials. An instructional booklet entitled "Occupational Health Protection and Your Military Contracts," outlines the problems which may be involved and suggests preventive measures. The contractor agrees that it, and not the Government, is responsible for the safety of its personnel and property, and that of the general public, in connection with the performance of this contract, and that it is not entitled to rely on the requirements of this clause or any government surveillance or enforcement thereof, in discharging its responsibility or to impose liability of any kind on the Government. Any damage to property of the contractor or personal injuries to the contractor, contractor's officers, agents, servants or employees, or to any other person on the contractor's premises arising from or incident to the use of the Government-furnished material shall be the sole responsibility of the contractor. The contractor agrees to hold the Government harmless from any such claims.
