     (a)  The government calculated allowances applicable to fabrics, as set forth herein, are based on technical computations, and are furnished as a guide only.  Each offeror shall insert in the appropriate column the percentage of Government-furnished property allowances which will be required.  [In the event an offeror fails to indicate its requirements, it shall be assumed that the Government's calculated allowances will be used by the offeror.]  The cost of the Government-furnished property, as determined by multiplying the offeror's indicated requirements by the Government's unit cost for the Government-furnished property as stated herein, shall be a factor in the determination of the successful offeror.
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     (b)  The offeror shall not include the cost of the listed Government-furnished fabrics in its offered prices.  Only the types of fabrics in the quantities indicated above shall be furnished at the Government's expense.  The contractor shall be charged for all property furnished in excess of the applicable unit allowances.  Where the Government furnishes more than one type of Government-furnished property, each type shall be accounted for separately.  Savings resulting from the contractor's use of less than the applicable unit allowance of a particular type of Government-furnished property will revert to the Government, and will not be credited or set off against any excess usages of other types of Government-furnished property by the contractor.  No charge shall be made unless the total value of all excess usage exceeds $25.00.  In determining whether the contractor exceeded the unit allowances for each type of property, credit shall be given for all property of that type returned undamaged, in the form of full pieces and short pieces. No credit shall be given for property returned in the form of ends, scrap, damaged pieces or irreparable items.
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
