Distribution Facility (KCS) on November 4th and will go into distribution to all DeCA stores throughout
Europe and beyond on November 6th. Open market wholesale prices for sweet potatoes are currently
about 50% higher and consumers will therefore truly benefit from this special distribution.

* The USS Kitty Hawk gave DSCP Guam short notice on FF&V requirements. DSO San Francisco
arranged an emergency airlift to ship 15,000 pounds of fresh produce to Guam. Additional produce was
used from the weekly surface shipment and local sources. Quality was reported to be “perfect.” Fill rate
was 100%.
